Growing Tips for PRETTY MUCH PICASSO®

■ Requires high light in production.
■ Needs 250+ ppm fertilizer. Watch pH and EC levels.
■ Yellow growth tips often indicate an 
   iron shortage in response to high pH.
■ Do not bring in too early.

Notes: 
For pots 6" and smaller, pinch at transplanting only. For hanging baskets and pots
larger than 6", soft pinch at planting and trim around pot just prior to hanging. 
10-15 ppm Sumagic® spray or 1-3 ppm Bonzi® drench are effective at controlling
growth. Apply as needed.
